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      Just down the road from where we gather today, great patriots of our nation assembled to affirm their liberty, and to affirm the right of our new nation to determine its own destiny now and forever!  And today, 233 years later, patriots again assemble, in the spirit of those men whose vision, courage and perseverance forged a new nation that would, in time, become the envy of the world.  We stand here today because men and women before us were willing to lay down their lives in the defense of freedom “for us and our prosperity.”  

      As we look back at early America, before the Revolution, she was happy; our people built cities and churches and schools, they developed the soil and raised grain and tobacco and cattle; they had grown strong in battling the elements, the forests, the Indians, the wolves, disease and even famine: but with all their growing strength, they did not long to completely separate the mother wings; their greatest pride was still that they were part of the British peoples.  

      It must be said, however, that a separation sooner or later was inevitable.  For there was no plot, no conspiracy in America looking to independence; but there were forces at work for many years.  

      Early America was a product of Western Civilization, of the European peoples, namely the English.  However, the English institutions, transplanted to America early in the seventeenth century, had developed on purely American lines, and had been shaped, over time, by the social, political and economic conditions unique to the New Nation.  

      The result was that the two peoples unknowingly grew apart, so far apart that they were no longer able to understand each other; and when mother England now attempted to play her parent role the fact was that the parent and child relationship now longer existed between the two countries. 
The colonies had reached a point in their development where they could govern themselves; they had become self-sufficient and self-reliant.   
Yes, the coming separation had its roots in the past, and as England moved to reclaim her child and the new land they had developed, she was resisted.  From the Stamp Act to the Tax on Tea, over-taxation and eventually foreign troops being quartered in colonial homes, the settlers of this nation, over time, would witness mother England’s affection for her child grow to become overbearing and intolerable.   

      On the 12th of April 1776, North Carolina made a bold move, for up until this time talk of Independence was a private conversation.  North Carolina instructed its delegates in Congress "to concur with the delegates of the other colonies in declaring independence."  Soon Rhode Island, Massachusetts, Virginia and other colonies followed suit.  And on July 4th, 1776, the Continental Congress would adopt the Declaration of Independence, written by Thomas Jefferson, which would be ratified by all thirteen colonies, resulting in the birth of a free and independent nation of the United States of America.  It must be also be noted that the people were not unmindful of the gravity of the step they were taking, and of the vastness of the responsibility they were assuming.  

      Ladies and gentleman let us not be unmindful of the gravity and far-reaching affect of rallies like this today.  For all across America, the spirit of those great patriots before us, men like Madison and Hancock, Washington and Adams and John Jay and Thomas Jefferson, are on the march! 

      We are at a crossroad in our nation’s history.  Those men gave all, and we must give all. 

      For the existence of our Constitutional Republic is at stake.  The freedoms we cherish; the values we know to be right; the institutions that produced so many of our leaders; the language, culture, customs and traditions that define what it is to be an American.

      Ladies and gentlemen we must be willing to stand up and proudly declare this is WHO WE ARE AND WHAT WE BELIEVE.  

      Our national values, rooted in Western Culture and tradition, are what made America great – and we will not apologize for that.  So to the custodians of political correctness, to those who wish to sacrifice our traditions on the alter of diversity and those who seek to denigrate our culture, we will not allow this.  

      For it is Western Culture that gave us the framers of the Constitution.  
It produced the men and women who developed the world’s first democracy out of a vast wilderness known only as the New World.  America was not found ready-made; she was built with the blood, sweat, toil and tears of many a people, who came from many parts of the world, with the idea to build something great and something that had never been built before.  And that is exactly what they did.  

      Yet on the front lines of America we see the steady and calculated erosion of our institutions, our traditions, our culture and even our language.  

      In California, more than 300 languages are spoken in the public schools from K-12.  In school’s across America “Christmas holiday” is out, “Winter break is in.”  Washington’s Birthday, the great general of the Continental Army and first president of this Republic, is out; “President’s day” is in.  One of the more famous, or rather infamous, assaults on our Founding Fathers came in late 1997 in New Orleans, Louisiana, where activists succeeded in changing the name of George Washington Elementary School.  

      And from one California college campus, we’ve heard from professional activist Jesse Jackson as he led a student march chanting, “hey hey, ho ho, Western Culture’s got to go!”  

      So the question before us all is, “Which way do we go?”  

      We ARE at a crossroad in our nation’s history.  We can heed the lessons of our Founders, of Washington and Jefferson, of Madison and Adams, and of the documents that they and others like them produced.  We can look to other great leaders, inventers, scholars and patriots.  To the early settlers who soon saw their country changing and looked around and said, “something is not quite right.”  We can look to the greatest generation of hero’s who went off to free Europe from the tyranny of Nazi Germany and Asia from Imperial Japan.  To the mothers, the great defenders on the home front, who now rightfully hold positions of leadership in every level of our professional and national life.  To the steel worker, the brick layer, the teacher, office manager, and to Mom and Dad – who taught us the difference between right and wrong and instilled in us the values that made us who we are today.  We can look to the man or woman standing to your left and right.  

      For we stand here today in the cause of America.  For a cause larger than any one man or woman.  

      We Believe that America's prosperity is rooted in its founding principles of constitutional government, freedom, justice, fiscal responsibility and traditional Western morality.     

      We Believe the United States is a Constitutional Republic, governed by law and by the original intent of the United States Constitution and of the Founding Fathers who framed it.  

      We Believe the United States is a highly successful Republic because of the Western Culture and values upon which our nation was founded.  

      We Believe in the inalienable right of individual freedom and that the preservation of our liberty is dependent upon maintaining the national sovereignty of the United States of America.  

      We Believe in fiscal responsibility and accountability at all levels of government.   

      Our Goal is to educate, organize and mobilize the patriotic citizenry of this country to secure America’s future.  “Educate and inform the whole mass of the people... They are the only sure reliance for the preservation of our liberty.” – Thomas Jefferson.  

      I will close with the words of Samuel Adams from his address before the Continental Congress regarding the Declaration of Independence, and I echo his sentiment:  “For my own part, I ask no greater blessing than to share with you the common danger and common glory.  If I have a wish dearer to my soul than that my ashes may be mingled with those of a Warren and a Montgomery, it is that these American States may never cease to be free and independent.”  

      Friends it is up to us – each and every one of you in this crowd today – 

to carry forward that torch of liberty and ensure the greatness of America for generations yet to come.
